These insights have been 
gleaned from a wide range of 
reliable and reputable sources. 
Where appropriate, we cite 
those sources, but the broader 
narrative—the descriptions 
and implications of the four 
Megatrends—is our team’s 
creation. 

Our first 2020 Megatrend:  
Fewer, nicer, things  
and experiences

Malcolm Forbes is credited with 
the catchphrase “He who dies 
with the most toys wins.” Forbes’ 
quote represents the spirit of 
conspicuous consumption that 
closed out the 20th century. But 
as we enter the third decade of 
the 2000s, we may be seeing a 
shift in attitudes.

That shift is our first Megatrend: 
consumers starting to invest 
in fewer, nicer, things and 
experiences. Moving away from 
the trend of excessive and 
unsustainable consumption, 
consumers are increasingly 
taking a long, hard look at their 
habits, and taking a more mindful 
approach to spending. They’re 
desiring things and experiences 
that feel more unique and 
authentic to them.  

Fewer, Nicer, Things  
and Experiences

Quality and durability

Consumers are becoming less interested in 
accumulating volumes of “stuff.” Instead they 
want to invest in premium/luxury items that offer 
high functionality, high quality, and high durability. 
For instance, rather than a cluttered closet full of 
inexpensive, trendy clothes that the consumer 
discards after a handful of wears, it’s a narrower 
wardrobe of carefully-curated, well-made, 
timeless fashions that she owns for a decade. 

A 2016 article in the Atlantic, “The Power of 
Buying Less by Buying Better,” profiled small 
companies working to turn on younger consumers 
to clothing built to last. The article cites data from 
the American Apparel and Footwear Association 
pointing out that the number of garments each 
American buys per year has dropped, while the 
total clothing spend has increased. 

Purpose-driven

As activism grows, consumers want to support 
causes and brands they believe in. They want to 
join together with others around a shared cause. 
Perhaps no “purpose” is more talked about 
than environmental sustainability. And while our 
industry has wrestled with the cost implications 
of using more sustainable materials, there’s 
growing evidence that we’ve arrived at a tipping 
point. According to a recent survey by PBS and 
Marist, two-thirds of Americans are now willing 
to pay more for everyday items made from 
environmentally-sustainable materials. 

Homes as hubs 

As remote work and gig economy trends grow, 
homes are emerging as multifunctional hubs: 
Centers not only for family life, but for work, 
shopping, entertainment, and more. Such 
functionality offers reduction or elimination of 
things such as lengthy (and carbon-emitting) 
commutes and routine errands. 

An interest in purposeful travel  
and leisure activities 

When consumers do leave their hub-homes, 
they’re increasingly seeking out activities 
that offer greater personal satisfaction. They 
seem to want brands and companies to make 
life more fun, experiential and engaging. A 
2014 Harris Poll noted that more than three-
quarters of millennial shoppers would rather 
spend money on a desirable experience than a 
desirable thing.

According to Mintel’s “Consumer Trends 
2030,” this longing for experience may go 
deeper than just things that are purchased, 
to a re-engagement in communities driven by 
nostalgia and a renewed sense of heritage. 
There’s even a movement afoot aimed at taking 
long and meaningful breaks from the digital 
realm, as people shut off their phones and log 
off social media accounts to get away from 
the noise of modern life. Google “social media 
detox,” and you’ll find plenty to support the 
notion of stepping away for a while.

The Megatrend may offer new opportunities for 
established brands, along with possibilities for those 
willing to alter their course slightly to better align 
with consumer attitudes.

The second-hand economy should benefit as well, 
as consumers search for affordable, high quality 
used products. And brands that can differentiate by 
creating powerful emotional connections, and by 
giving consumers a greater sense of control over their 
homes and lives, should thrive.

We introduced the TTC Eco™ thermal transfer label 
construction last year as part of the ThinkThin 
Portfolio of paper products. This innovative portfolio 
provides both sustainability and operational benefits 
through the use of significantly less material.

Since then, we’ve gotten a lot of interest in TTC Eco

product be a disruptive event for staff? Or will it 
happen smoothly?

Based on a trial in our Cleveland, Ohio Films Facility, 
the answer seems to be the latter. 

Putting Our TTC Eco™  
Construction to the Test 

We ran a switchover trial in our own plant  
—here’s what we learned

To get to the bottom of the TTC Eco 
switchover question, we decided 
to convert our own Cleveland Films 
Facility to the product. Cleveland 
Films Facility is a 134,000 square 
foot manufacturing plant, based in 
Mentor, Ohio, that manufactures 
and ships many of our film products 
to converters around the country.

“We want customers to be 
confident in all aspects of TTC 
Eco,” said Stephanie D’Cruz, 
Product Manager, Thermal Paper. 
“And while we know TTC Eco offers 
substantial benefits, we also 
realized we had an opportunity to 
more fully understand the nuts-
and-bolts of a switchover from the 
end user’s perspective.” 

The Cleveland Films Facility 
management team communicated 
the coming change: associates 
would be replacing their standard 
TT label product with TTC Eco for 
their hand-applied labels used 
on the floor. The switchover day 
in July 2019 came and went, and 
those associates were eagerly 
asked for their feedback. 

“We were very pleased to find 
that the switchover in our plant 
was not cumbersome at all,” said 
Farminder Anand, Senior R&D 

Leader, Avery Dennison. “We were 
pleasantly surprised that TTC Eco 
was a simple drop-in replacement. 
Associates did not even need to 
adjust their printer settings, and 
did not face challenges with the 
manual application of the fairly 
large labels.”

Farminder notes that auto-
dispensing equipment, unlike the 
printers our associates use, may 
require some tweaking of the 
settings for optimal dispensing. 
But in either case, the switch 
should go smoothly. 

“I think communication is key,” 
adds Stephanie. “End users on a 
plant floor should be made aware 
that this is a new product, and 
that they might need to adjust 
their printer settings. But I think 
converters and end users can 
rest assured that, based on our 
own experience, the process can 
happen without much disruption.”

A refresher on TTC Eco:  
Less really is more

The primary benefits of TTC Eco 
derive from its thinness. The 
construction features a top-
coated 2.1 mil facestock and 1.5 
mil liner. A 20,000-foot roll thus 
has the same outer diameter and 
weight as a 15,000-foot roll of our 
standard TTC product. 

This means you can run longer 
quantities of TTC Eco, with fewer 
material changeovers. You can 
also save on shipping costs, 
including freight and boxes.

For your customers, TTC Eco means 
speed and efficiency. According 
to internal trials and customer 
feedback, an 8-inch OD roll of the 
product can produce 750 feet of 
labels, instead of 500 feet of the 
standard product. So, they need 
to change the label just twice per 
ribbon roll, instead of three times 
with a standard product.  

Related to these efficiency gains, 
TTC Eco boasts some impressive 
sustainability credentials 
compared to our standard 
TTC product. According to our 
Greenprint™ methodology, TTC 
Eco requires 16 percent less fossil 
material, 24 percent less biobased 
material, 21 percent less water, 
and 24 percent less energy to 
produce. Its production produces 
27 percent less greenhouse 
emissions, and the product results 
in 26 percent less solid waste.

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Three trends driving IL adoption

What’s driving this growth? We have our 
eyes on three key trends.

First, IL and the IoT are recognized as key 
technologies in the battle against some 
of the industry’s challenges. Perhaps 
the biggest is recall management: a 
traditionally manual/paper process 
that becomes exceptionally difficult 
when one considers the complexity 
and volume of data associated with the 
modern pharmaceutical supply chain. 
A similar challenge is that of tracking 
expiration dates throughout the supply 
chain to help ensure drug efficacy 
and consumer safety. Finally, there’s 
pharmaceutical counterfeiting: A $200 
billion illicit industry that threatens 
peoples’ health and well-being. 

Regulation aimed at tackling these and 
similar challenges is already taking effect. 
Passed by the U.S. Congress and signed 
into law in 2013, the Drug Supply Chain 
Security Act (DSCSA) aims to have a 
complete, automated, chain of custody 
for the industry in place by 2023. This will 
require prescription drugs to be trackable 
at the unit level.

Second, consumer expectations are 
changing. In the Q1 2019 issue of AD 
Connect, we took a close look at the 

“reinvention” of shopping. In a nutshell, 
consumers are increasingly looking for 
frictionless experiences that allow them 
to spend less time shopping and more 
time with family and friends. They’re also 
looking for brands that offer enhanced 
opportunities to connect. 

This is happening in pharmaceuticals, just 
as it’s happening in food and beverage, 
cosmetics, consumer packaged goods, 
and other segments. In the healthcare 
sphere, such a “connection” might 
include things like more personalized 
drug recommendations, prompts to help 
people remember to take their medication, 
and other features that can be delivered 
through IL technology. In a country where 
125,000 people die annually due to non-
adherence to prescriptions, “an enhanced 
connection with the brand” can have huge 
positive implications. 

Third, the pharmaceutical industry overall 
is showing solid growth, as is the need 
for pharmaceutical labeling. Currently 
a $71 Billion segment globally, Pharma 
is expected to continue to grow at a 
6 percent rate, according to Fredonia 
Group. The global demand for labels in 
pharmaceutical applications is projected 
to increase by 7 percent annually, reaching 
8 trillion square inches in 2020. As pharma 
grows, the economic benefits of replacing 
older, manual processes with RFID-driven 
automation are magnified. 
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A wide spectrum of potential benefits

IL offers the pharmaceutical industry, 
healthcare providers, and consumers with 
the ability to share information and data 
in real-time. This will translate into a wide 
spectrum of benefits for all.

	‣ For pharmacies and healthcare providers, 
IL offers improved inventory visibility and 
accuracy, automated payments, fewer 
errors related to drug misidentification 
and improved patient safety. 

Already, we are seeing providers realize 
some significant quality gains through the 
use of this technology. Lakeland Hospital 
(Michigan) reduced its count time from 600 
minutes to two minutes in the operating 
room. Texas Children's Hospital cut its 
pharmacy’s average restocking time from 
30 minutes to two minutes. Bringham and 
Women's Hospital reduced its pharmacy 
error rate from 5 percent to zero. 

	‣ For manufacturers, IL offers more 
effective and efficient oversight of 
distribution, counterfeit and theft 
prevention, and more effective 
management of recalls. 

	‣ For consumers, IL offers greater 
engagement with both manufacturers 
and healthcare providers. This might 
take the form of a “virtual” pharmacist 
who can provide recommendations 
at the point of sale, reminders to 
take medication—or automated 
dosing, alerts for potential negative 
interactions, and much more.
